CONSTITUTION OF THE JAKARTA OFFSHORE SAILING CLUB
1. NAME.
The name of the association shall be the “JAKARTA OFFSCHORE SAILING CLUB” hereafter referred as the club.

2. PURPOSE.
The purpose of the club will be to organize and promote offshore sailing and racing in Jakarta

3. MEMBERSHIP.
Membership will be open to all person interested in offshore sailing and racing. Members will pay an initial joining fee and an annual subscription at the lowest rate sufficient to pay for the administration of the club. The rates shall be determined by the committee.

4. GENERAL MEETINGS.
General meetings will be held once a year at dates determined by the committee. Special general meetings may be convened at the request of no less than 10 members, who shall give the committee one week clear, notice, stating their reason for calling a special general meeting. The quorum at General Meetings will be ten members.
5. COMMITTEE.
The committee will consist of

· a Commodore

· a Vice Commodore and

· three ordinary members, who will be elected at the December General Meeting. No more then two members of the committee may be of the one nationality, other then Indonesian. The Committee will be responsible for the organization of races and for the setting of handicaps. The quorum at Committee meetings will be three members.
6. RACE.
Races will be open to all offshore going yachts deemed to be seaworthy by the committee. Races will be open only to boats registered with the Club, unless by special invitation of the Committee. Aces will be conducted as near as possible to IORC rules and will, whenever possible be supervised by a racing committee. The racing committee will act as final body of appeal in the event of disputes. Entry forms may be required to be lodged by the committee, who will also determine the entry fees.

7. AMENDMENTS.
Amendments to the constitution may be made by a vote of two-thirds of the members present at a General Meeting.  Two week’s clear notice of proposed amendments must be given to the committee, who will thereupon notify members.
